President Tim Sperber called the meeting to order at 7:03pm.  It was MSA to approve the minutes as read.

Treasurer’s Report:

Brad gave a report on the finances of the department.
Committee Reports:

Becky:  The EMT refresher course is moving right along.  Wednesday at 7:30 is a make-up class and at 6:30 on Monday the last class will be held.
Greg:  June 21st is the summer training day.

Chad:  There are new radios in everything except #2.  The base station is new too.  They are all P25 compliant.  Are the old radios worth anything?
Old Business:

Please do the ICS/NIMS classes that are online.  This is important for grant application reasons.
LCEMS has some new dispatchers.

Crab Feed

We should probably get the tickets to the businesses earlier.  January 15th is the suggested date.

We need to do a better job on the ticket routes!  We could get more door hangers or maybe business cards to put in the doors.

We need to track tickets sales better – maybe give out a manila envelope with the info on it along with the tickets.

It was mentioned that we should focus the January meeting nights as opportunities to sell tickets.

At the January 22nd meeting that was held with the city council and the rural directors it was decided to develop protocols for the trucks and make up mutual aid agreements between the city and the rural.
There will be fire training on June 21st with a BBQ afterwards.
Spring Fling was held March 1st and Jackye, Dani and Kim attended.

The Clearwater Fire Academy 08 was a success.  Good turnout and great training.

We need to develop a protocol on who attends classes and/or training.

Grants are becoming more restrictive in terms of Fire Essentials Training.  They are not just requiring ICS/NIMS anymore.

Regarding the PCR – are we ready to go on-line?  Bill will send out an email once we are on-line.

The sewer issue has been repaired.  What the pile of dirt is from and/or for is unknown.  We’ll leave it until spring.

The city will be getting us access to wireless internet.

We chose the GFD license plate design we wanted.  IT was MSA to accept the red letters.  It will cost approx $5.

Discussion was held about the downstairs door to the fire hall.  Should we replace it with a new door or maybe a peep hole?

New Business:

Crab Feed

The prior year’s sales tax was paid on a percentage of the gross sales.  Now we will be required to fill out a federal tax form.  Discussion was held on hiring a CPA firm to advise the department on what and how to do it.  It was MSA to hire CPA firm to advise GFD on federal tax information.  Brad will take this on.
The AED needs to be upgraded.  The current model has potential for operator error.  Becky is getting bids on AEDs – Phillips and Zoll models.  It will cost anywhere from $6000 to $8000 and with a BP cuff attached and SPO2 - that will bring it to $10,000.  It was MSA to purchase an AED costing up to $10,000 with BP and SPO2 and monitoring capabilities.

Regarding the dedicated grant – since we are ILS instead of ALS we only qualify for an AED similar to the one at school.  This is not what we want.
We have checked into billing for the ambulance – there is a company in the Midwest that will do it for 8% or a local gal who works for MFM and lives in Potlatch that does local billing work.  It was MSA to “test drive” the local person at $15 per run.
We received a recall notice on the city truck for a repair – it needs to go to Lewiston for 1 hour.

Jackye talked about the broken treadmill.  She had called Jim Bunce and didn’t get a call back.  Could it be a fuse?  She also talked about getting mirrors for the gym.  Maybe we should upgrade the wiring first?

It was moved to adjourn at 8:35pm.
